The Municipality of the District of Argyle is seeking interested parties to supply 
one (1) work vehicle to extend the current fleet. The main purpose of the vehicle 
is the transport of maintenance gear, such as, power tools, lawn care equipment, 
sewer cleaning tools, etc. and occasional transport of staff. The vehicle shall not 
be smaller than a half ton truck (F-150 or similar), but not exceed three quarter 
tons (F-250 or similar) and be suitable to tow a 24ft utility trailer. The vehicle shall 
be pre-owned with mileage not exceeding 50,000km and age not exceeding 24 
months. The vehicle shall be equipped with an extended cab or larger and 4 
doors as a minimum requirement. Other features shall be as follows: 

- Electrical heated mirrors   - Backup Camera (Optional) 
- ABS      - AC 
- Four-wheel drive (4x4)   - Heated front seats (Optional) 
- Trailer tow package (hitch + wiring) - High Fuel Efficiency  
- Tow Mirrors     - Cargo box with plastic liner 
- Power windows    - Cell Phone Booster 
- Back Rack      - Amber Strobe light bar
